RE:  Common Ground Violations

Dear Weybridge Place Residents:

There have been an increasing number of common area violations that have had a negative impact on the 

Association’s common grounds.  They are destruction of turf and trees, large disposal items being left in 

the dumpster enclosures and minor vandalism of Association common property.  Efforts to address these

items at meetings and through the newsletter have not halted trend.  

After much debate and deliberation, the Board of Directors has decided to implement a schedule of fines, 

to take effect on January 1, 2003, to deal with the minority of the community that is creating or causing 

the situations.  The reason for this is obvious.  Why should the majority of the community suffer by 

having fees increased to clean up after the mess left by the minority.  The Board needs your help in 

cracking down on the offenders and needs you to report the offensive behavior to management in writing.  

Without positive identification, the community will be helpless to correct this destructive behavior.  The 

fine schedule for violations of the Associations Rules and Regulations will be:

· First Violation:



$25 

· Second Violation:



$50 

· Third Violation:



$75

· Fourth and Subsequent Violations
$100

The dumpsters are for regular household garbage.  Items larger than regular household garbage should be cut up and placed inside the dumpsters, if possible, exercising good judgment and not using all the space. Items that can not be cut up or are so large that they would fill a dumpster, such as shelving units, washers, dryers, etc., can ONLY be disposed of by contacting the disposal company and making arrangements to put the large item out on the special date made for such pick-up.  The disposal company will then bill you directly.  The Weybridge Community should not be expected to pay for these special services.

Other acts of vandalism and damage will result not only in fines but in addition, the costs involved to restore the items, including but are not limited to pet damage, accidental damage or damage caused in the regular course of daily activity will be billed to the offender.  If you accidentally damage something, it is expected that you will repair it, restore it or report it to the management company.  

Our entire community will benefit from a proactive approach.  Our combined efforts will put pressure on the few violators to stop.  Thank you for your understanding and assistance.
